The Town of Collingwood is seeking artists or artist teams to design artwork that will be featured as a mural installation for the Sunset Point Park Stage.

The goal of this art piece is to capture attention, inspire visitors and engage the community. We are looking for positive and optimistic work that embodies a creative spirit, community pride and uses a vibrant colour palette. 
We ask that artists to submit high resolution images (.jpeg, 2MB maximum size) of proposed artwork. These images will then be blown up and printed as “murals” creating a four panel backdrop for the stage space. 
Artwork can be newly created or an existing work. Submitted works must be completely original work made by the applicant. For existing works, please submit something that has not been previously displayed in a public exhibition, installation or mural project. 
Each artist or artist team may submit a maximum of five (5) proposed images.
Artist compensation for this project is $750.00, payable following the selection process. 
Selections will be made via a one-stage process by a Community Selection Committee. Applications will be evaluated based on artistic merit, relationship to the site and originality.
